Detail:
The Black Tree Series:
1. The Black Tree-A young girl discovers she is a princess from Saturn after encountering the most unusual tree. She is taken on the A seriesen with a group of other youngsters and begins to recover her memories with their help.

2. unknown title, missing book-The group of kids abducted from Earth reach Saturn, where they meet the Ambassadors and encounter Katoni. She has taken over Disami and later Stuart. Archie’s little sister is called away to protect planet Earth. Even though the gang showed up to help their parents win the war, they get sidetracked.

3. A New Home-The gang travels to Acales and meet Mark Blue. He cheers them up when Lombardi is murdered by a giant daddy longleg while fighting Katoni. The gang recover from the blow on Xemorf then head on a vacation. John and Stuart switch bodies. For whatever reason, no one notices that the Black Tree has gone missing.

4. unknown title, missing book-Razi and her cousins appear and the gang tries to figure out Razi’s secrets. Caily and John have quintuplets. A few of Mark’s cousins also appear and suck the energy out of Saje. This may also be when the gang travel to Jupiter and view a soccer game at which Saje drives the vampires wild with her dancing.

5. Planet of Secrets-Stuart’s werewolf brother, Josh, appears while the gang is trying to have fun on Jupiter. Iris freaks out when she realizes that Josh has killed her in all of her previous lives. The gang head to Stuart’s castle on Jupiter and go to a hockey game. The puck turns out to be full of Josh’s blood and Mark retrieves it. Stuart is saved by Saje when he becomes bloodless.

6. Sweet Revenge-Karia, the universe’s only tenth-stage virus, appears to wreak havoc on the group. Lombardi appears but reveals himself to be the guardian of the alternate universe. He outs Mikassa the monkey as really being Mikassa the elf that is the galaxy’s number one most wanted criminal. The gang plays Truth or Dare.

7. Razi’s Odd Planet-Karia and Katoni have decided to remain with the group for protection. The walls of the universes have started crumbling and the alternates are after them for some strange reason. John and Stuart become obsessed with Saje and she later finds out it’s because she’s the Evanalca, a woman designed to serve men’s needs. Unable to trust anyone, she meets a mysterious boy and forms a deep bond with him.

8. Slowing Down and Taking Over-Everyone heads back to Xemorf to settle down. But the alternates have found them and during the fight they come across two very strange people. These two people will forever change their view of themselves and what they are. The gang falls in love and builds homes, all while dreaming each other’s pasts thanks to some enigmatic force beneath the planet’s surface.

9. The Next Generation-The crew has had a litter of kids and they try to give them normal lives despite a new war waging in the rest of the local group. The children are close to Mikassa, who had returned in the last book seeking protection. It turns out that before he began his criminal spree, he’d been chosen to be the Key that could turn the tide. However, the complacency of Xemorf is shattered when each couple faces trials and tribulations. Events come to a head when one person is murdered.

10. Caught in the Crossfire-Saje has decided to be put to sleep in order to save the life of the person who was murdered. The two strangers who changed everyone’s lives continue to run amok and the strange animals they brought with them suddenly turn renegade and attack the gang. Meanwhile, Mikassa sneaks around and collects three very special necklaces. Eventually, he destroys Xemorf and takes control of the A seriesen crew.

11. The Three Talismans-Remember those necklaces Mikassa took? Yeah, it turns out they could be combined to form a special key that opened the prison of one of the scariest gods to ever exist: Marduk, god of gods. Mikassa leads the way to the Sun Kingdom, torturing the crew the whole way, and decides to release said god. When the god takes over his body, the gang rightly runs the hell away.

12. Come Collecting-The gang searches for a way to seal Marduk back into his personal hell. Stuart starts behaving really strangely and can’t seem to stay away from Ariel. She learns she’s also an Evanalca and is rightly pissed. Meanwhile, the gang realizes that because there were talismans to open the prison that there must be others that can close it again. So begins their new adventure of collecting the 12 seals that will end Marduk’s reign of terror.

13. Final Revelation-More of Mark’s family show up, supposedly to help. Mikassa has managed to escape Marduk’s grasp and joins in the search for the remaining talismans. It slowly dawns on various crew members that their life sucks way worse than it should. They suspect that one or a few of them may have royally fucked up somewhere along the way. They continue collecting items and keeping an eye out for the Time Faerie so that they can go back and fix the timeline. Unfortunately, their relationships have nearly disintegrated and they find out too late that it’s Mikassa’s fault.

14. The Black Tree Second Part One-Nearly half the gang has been sent back in time to before the mistake was made. Marduk has been sealed away but not before he had a chance to impregnate one of the crew. Now the gang hunts for his progeny, deciding to enlist the help of those who had gone. The ship becomes rather crowded. Some old friends of John’s show up to help just when Damon of all people starts acting weird.

The Black Tree Second Part Two-Razi swears off all men and seeks protection from Mikassa. The crew prepares to fight Marduk’s kid while Soleceet, the mysterious new addition who is supposed to be their savior, searches for his girlfriend. Tragically, many lives are lost in the final battle and against all odds the crew then discovers they are worse off than they’d originally thought. This series has been published.

Planet Protectors:
This series details the adventures of the Planet-Pros, a group of young kids tasked with defending Earth. Currently there are one and a half books written. Thus far most of the team is just trying to survive high school. Their lives cross paths with the BTS crew.
Immortal Fantasy:
This series tracks the lives of the alternate universe created by the Time Faerie sending part of the BTS crew back in time. It follows the children of the original crew as they learn about a god in a different timeline that they must help defeat. They meet the original BTS crew in The Black Tree Second. There is currently roughly half a book in this series.
Imaginary Prince:
The large corporations on a distant planet send monsters after each other and live by the rule of the jungle. A woman from each nation rides the back of these beasts and duel each other. A young Prince named Chevel(le) Brackamore defends the Castle Corporation reluctantly. She is betrothed to the Tress Cybell Tarnin of the Tarnin Tower in order to foster peace between the two companies. At first they avoid one another, and then they bond over dragons and cigarettes. This series has been started.
Aelious, Come Unto Me:
A witch finds an old spell in an old BOS in her attic and ends up conjuring up her own personal dragon. Who knew? This dragon is from the same planet as the characters in Imaginary Prince and takes place at the same time. The witch and dragon learn to trust each other and eventually fall in love. But can she really live with the reality of a dragon who invades her very dreams? What is he hiding and what is she meant to do? This series has been started.
Twisted Jinx:
1. You Don’t Belong (Or Maybe You Do)-A few members of the BTS crew cross into the real world to console their Author in her time of distress. Life at home is tough and she’s just recently started writing stories to escape, to heal, and to work out her ideas about life. Can they manage to actually help her or will they just drive her insane with their constant bickering and humongous appetites?

2.Peaches and Cream-The characters return with a few more of the BTS crew to assist their Author once again. They have warned her away from one of them in particular because something has gone wrong. One of them isn’t who he says he is and they all struggle to figure out his origins before it’s too late. Unfortunately, the Author is captured and lives through a period of time surprisingly worse than anything she’s experienced before.

3. Not Like Them-Those who crossed over are hiding out while they plan a way to defeat the bad egg once and for all. They recruit the help of yet more characters and secrets about the BTS series and its origins are revealed. The Author has been rescued but it turns out she was just a pawn for his real goal. Can they set him right before he does permanent damage? This book is finished.
Three Special Secrets:
1. The Different Girl-A girl trudges back and forth from school to home, wishing for something more. A lonely boy watches her from afar, wondering how to get closer. The two are brought together in a most unusual way. A series of strange events occur that result in them going on the run across the country with the girl’s older brother. What are they running from and why is the government involved?

2. Indians in Washington-The three youngsters assume new identities and try to blend in. They also find out that this love thing is pretty complex. The girl finds herself surrounded by guys-one of whom drinks blood, another who she thought was family, and an agent that is less than professional when it comes to her. All along, she holds a secret inside of herself tightly. If anyone were to find it out the government would make her disappear for good. This one has been started and takes place a short time before the Allison Dutch series.
The Truth About Blood:
An ancient cultural historian is approached by three odd Egyptians who have a hell of a tale for him. Can he curb his desires long enough to get the whole story? This story has been started. It runs parallel with The Representative and Three Special Secrets series and takes place shortly before the Allison Dutch series begins.
Aftermath:
1. Mikassa’s Reign-That bastard Mikassa has divided up the male and female survivors of the BTS crew and makes their lives a living hell. The survivors struggle to find some joy and await the day when John and his gang will show up and kick Mikassa’s ass.

2. Mikassa’s Fall-Wow, not even two years have gone by and Mikassa meets his downfall (at least that anyone knows of). This book details why and how. It can’t have been easy. What will the BTS crew do now? The group begins to split up and go on their own separate journeys. This book has been finished.

3. Faces in the Mirror-The Author has flown off with one of the other characters while Mark remains behind tending to Queen Aeryn. Can he get the Author to forgive him? What did he do, anyway? And just what is up with Ripley Santo lately? To be written.
Elegant Troubles:
Details the adventures of John and his gang, both before and after the BTS. Mr. Goody-two-shoes turns out to be a total badass. To be written.
Another Chance:
1. Restart of the Black Tree Series-Seriously? They’re going to just let these guys try again? Alright then, apparently they are. The BTS crew lives their lives without committing the Big Wrong, and it goes fairly well. They also have an incredible amount of fun along the way. This series is started.
Like the Water:
1. Like the Water-This series chronicles the unfortunate adventures of Isabelle Voss throughout all of space. They are unfortunate because although she can travel to any space and any dimension she desires she also suffers from a horrific dose of vertigo with each journey. Can she manage to overcome her motion sickness and PCOS in order to explore places few ever get to see? With the help of Hag, Bitch, Jezebel, Whore, Maiden, and Mother she traverses broken portals in order to find a way to save the multiverse. Now if only that sexy cop whose obsessed with cigarette fights would stop showing up everywhere she goes!
Deliberately Wicked:
1. unknown name, I assume it’s Deliberately Wicked, missing-A young vampire hunter discovers there’s a coven just down the street. He’s all set to kill them when an encounter with one of them throws him for a loop. He can’t actually be attracted to her, can he? What is it with the two feeling as if they’re being staked every time they come close? Trouble is brewing on the horizon.

2. Of That Which Bled-Elita, the vampire, stumbles onto her destiny while managing her pregnancy with a very special child. Her coven welcomes Aiden, the vampire hunter, into their fold and work to form a new life. However, some strange girl that looks just like Elita has just arrived in town to stir up mischief. On top of that, the grumpy old vampire who sired Elita is back from his trip with a declaration of love and devotion. Can these vampires sort out their love lives before they get around to the task of taking over the world? This book has been started and this series takes place before the Allison Dutch series in an alternate universe. Yes, it is totally an alternate version of the Queen Aeryn story.
The Representative:
1. Unloved and Untamed-Yet another young girl with an undeveloped gift of premonition hates her life and seeks something different. Luckily a young rich boy comes into her life and helps her learn to love herself. Another boy throws a wrench in her bourgeoning joy when he forces himself on her. While recovering, she meets the rich boy’s cousin, who slowly seduces her over the course of the next few weeks. She is drawn deeper into the weird Samson family. Just what are they, what did they do to her attacker, and why are they so incredibly rich?

2. Desired and Proper-Elessana is inducted into the Samson family and set up with a task. Meanwhile, Craig and Greg, the rich boy and his cousin, deal with their conflicted feelings about the family and what it means to be a part of it. This book has been finished.
Allison Dutch:
1. The Changing-You know this one. A young girl seeks something different. Yes, it’s a pattern. But this young gal bumps into two vampires instead. Over the course of a few weeks, Allison Dutch discovers that she is the reincarnation of an ancient queen and that she is expected to accept her position at the center of the vampire kingdom. While trying to keep her transformation a secret she falls in love, goes to school, and tries not to eat her neighbors.

2. The Life-Allison has made a mistake and one of her lovers has gone into hiding. Now she must deal with fending off the affections of a human friend while witnessing the meltdowns of her other partners. Twice she flees, once to avoid the past and again to confront it. She begins to prepare for her role as the queen of all vampires.

3. The Legacy-In the midst of war with the Soulless and vampire hunters, Allison begins to question beliefs she once held very dearly. She begins to reject the box the Vampire Council has tried to fit her into and searches the world for clues on her Dark Angel’s past. She uncovers a plot to destroy all life on Earth but can she stop it before it’s too late? This series intersects with the BTS universe and hints at the origins of the Black Tree and all three books are currently published.
The Colds:
This series covers the life of a gal who wants nothing more than to draw comics. Instead she ends up as a cold, basically a slave for the ghost that lives in her home. She learns from a fellow cold about her new abilities and responsibilities and also navigates several relationships with old and new friends. These events occur in the same time and timeframe as the Allison Dutch series. That means you’ll learn exactly what happened to the rest of humanity during Legacy. I mean, let’s face it; Queen Aeryn was way too self-absorbed to go into much detail about it. This story has been started and the first book is finished.

SUPERS:

Six young adults are transformed into vampire superheroes… Yeah, you read that right. They each are also dealing with their spirituality; after all, as Christians can they really reconcile their blood-drinking with their faith? And exactly who are these demons, angels, and God they keep running into? They uncover some of the history behind their faith as they save those in need. This story runs parallel to The Colds and Allison Dutch series and takes place in an alternate universe.
The Elements:
In the same universe as the SUPERS, the four elements work to create a perfect fifth, using humans as a template. Pyre, Mistral, Aqua, and Orb each add their own talents to 12 children in order to manifest Spirit/Life. But is it really such a good idea to leave so much power in the hands of those with DNA? This story has been started.
Let The Blood Spill:
About 5000 years ago, various people survive daily life in Egypt, despite the fact that the royal family consists of a bunch of blood-sucking fiends. This story involves Queen Aeryn, yet it’s told from the point of view of regular people just trying to make a decent living. This story (not sure if I’ll make it a series) is written by Ripley Santo.
In the Time of Toba:
70000 years ago, there was a massive super volcanic eruption from Mount Toba. It devastated the human population and a bottleneck of only a few thousand people managed to survive. This is the story of the moments leading up to it and the lives of the people, vampires, and other creatures left behind. Apparently, the Toba Event was no accident. Who is behind it and what did they hope to accomplish? This event occurs across most universes. This story has not been started.
The Ultimate Price:
About 10000 years ago, a group of hunter-gatherers discover a secret that will change the course of human history forever. They have learned how to make plants and food grow but there is a heavy price to pay. Can this group deal with the cost that will result. The face of civilization and culture brings both new advances and horrors. This story has not been started and occurs in all universes.
The Forces:
In the beginning, there was a massive explosion of matter and energy. Each of the four forces has a job to do in shaping the universe and the events that will occur. What is the purpose of the universe and who are the gods who inhabit it? This story takes place across all universes and in and out of time. Not started.
Cassie:
A young woman recovers memories and abilities from a time long gone. What is her connection to the mythic figure of Cassandra and what is the point of seeing the future if no one will listen? Can Cassie maintain her sanity and break the curse? Can Athena make up for her horrible timing saving women from the pressures of men? This story takes place in ancient Greece and in the present day in the same universe as the Allison Dutch series. Not started.
Ancient Arena:
In a specially designed dimension the gods come to play. The most epic of epic battle royales occurs throughout time and space as they seek to topple one another from the penultimate position as the god of gods. They each influence certain populations of people across each universe, spread their seed, and garner the energy of worship to power up the ultimate device. What is it and why are they fighting over it? This story takes place in and out of time in every universe. Not started.
Mik’s Untold Story:
This dick gets his own story? Fine. I guess we do need to know what his deal is and why he’s so set on ruining everyone’s lives. Just how did it all start and why does he have the power of persuasion? Find out the story behind the story in this series. The first book has been started.
Mark’s Chronicles:
Mark’s childhood is seriously messed up. This series details his origins, explains why he’s so dark, and shows the pain and weight of his destiny. He has power over all of time and yet still can’t save his friends, family, and loves. Find out why he’s so blue and why he hates his family so much in this trilogy leading right up to the start of the BTS. Obviously takes place in the BTS universe. The third and final book is being written currently. Includes Voltrozi: Planet of En-Suckers, Arion and Beyond, and Tripping Across Space.
Tragically Destined:
1. Mark Blue Who-Oh, there’s more? There’s more. This story picks up right after Faces in the Mirror. Mark, Queen Aeryn, and the Author travel to the Hall of Mirrors with a pimping ass dragon named Archimedes (now why is that so familiar?) in order to discover Mark’s true origins and his ultimate destiny. I mean, yes, they kind of know already but this is the journey to find out how it all came to be and what it all truly means. Mark has grown a lot over the years yet can he let the Author go when her life in the real world has strange new developments? This is an ongoing series and the last book will mark the very end of the timeline for all universes. The first book has been written. The second one can’t be written until I finish Mikassa’s Fall and write Faces in the Mirror.
Truth Hurts:
After the events in Imaginary Prince and The Colds, That Guy is going about his regular day when some odd characters enter his life. Some woman named The Truth is hunting people down along with her ragtag group of friends, ruining That Guy’s life in the process. Can he figure out what the Life Academy is all about and just what The Truth and her gang are up to before he completely loses his mind? Why are they bothering him, anyway? This story has been started and is such a joy to write.
Static in the Dryer:
1. Static in the Dryer-Humans have spread out across the solar system. No aliens or gods here, just humans. This series covers the lives and advances of humanity both on Earth and in the solar system. It extrapolates from technologies and ideas floating around today and shows one of humanity’s possible futures. It is a world where mental disorders come in handy as people operate multiple avatars, where people on Earth are split into Grounders and Seafarers, and where ads literally chase folks around space. This story has been started.

2. Shadow in the Corner-Further adventures of the humans several hundred years after the events in Static in the Dryer. Humans have spread out to other stars now and contemplate their place in the universe. This series is written by Ripley Santo.
Not That Strange:
Whilst he was strolling down the street one day, a successful businessman has a chance encounter with an up-and=coming actress that results in him losing his heart, his senses, and his watch. Can he tame this wild and troubled lady or will she just end up running off with his wife? This story is written by Ripley Santo.
The Wholeness of Fragments:
Sometime in the future, youngsters are sent back in time to unobtrusively follow around their favorite person from history. They also live their lives by the Minimal Regret laws, which require a person to consider the effects of their actions at least out to the third degree. Gatine goes on the run when ze initiates contact with zim’s historical shadow. Can the Minimal Regret laws save zim or is there a fatal flaw in the system? This story has been started and is written by Ripley Santo.
A Tail of My Own:
In the future, space is treated just like the ocean. A happy-go-lucky band of pirates sails across space on gravity waves in search of treasures. This story is written by Ripley Santo and Damon Richman, and it might even talk about Damon’s personal experiences with being a pirate.
Talk Show:
A short scene with some of the characters from the BTS going on a talk show. A bit of good fun and bickering. Takes place within the BTS universe and is finished. (This came out of a project for school. Any time there was a chance for creative writing in a school project, you can be sure I used my characters. Inside jokes are hilarious.)
Hunting for Interpretations:
Another short scene with some crew members of the BTS. This time they are analyzing ancient objects. (This was written for a class on the study of objects and I personally find it quite hilarious.) To find out why my characters would be so interested in Earth’s history, you’ll have to read…like everything. I’ll write it somewhere, not sure which story yet but it will pop up somewhere.
Immortal Fantasy Version Two:
In an alternate universe, characters from each other universe are gathered in Antarctica to face down the Soulless once and for all. This story explains the origins of the Soulless and includes both real and imaginary people. It takes place in a rather satirical universe but also marks the time the Author decided to change her relationship to her characters. This story has been written but will undergo heavy editing before publication.

Clarence Buys Hats

This one is a surprise. It’s also the craziest book of all.
